Project Description/Justification:

Construct additional vehicle passing lanes at selected locations on the Richardson Highway between MP 265 and 341
(Delta Junction to Eielson Air Force Base). The passing lanes should be designed to facilitate the passing of slow-
moving military convoys, large trucks and RV traffic. Military traffic along this route is increasing due to the new Stryker
Brigade at Ft. Wainwright and the Missile Defense System at Ft. Greely. Heavy truck traffic as well as traffic in general is
also expected to greatly during the gas pipeline construction. A significant safety hazard is created when drivers lose
patience and attempt to pass these slow moving vehicles in unsafe passing areas.
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
