Project Description/Justification:
Traditionally, the Department of Commerce is the primary provider of Alaska visitor statistics and economic impact studies 
for government and private sector use and planning. In 2006, the Department of Commerce conducted the Alaska Visitor 
Statistics Program (AVSP) and gathered important information on Alaska visitor characteristics, expenditures and 
opinions. The purpose of the proposed study is to determine the number of jobs and payroll the visitor spending created 
in Alaska. The study helps communities measure economic growth of tourism to make decisions about future 
investments. Previous economic impact studies were last conducted with 1999 and 2002 data, and our current economic 
impact data is now over five years old.
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
