Brief Summary and Statement of Need:
On August 29, 2009 heavy rains in the Haines area created a gravel, rock and mud slide on, over,
and across the Haines Highway from the adjacent hillside.  This slide followed a creek bed down to
the highway and clogged the culverts and closed the highway to traffic for approximately 4 hours.
ADOT/PF maintenance crews got to the site to open it enough for traffic to pass relatively soon.

Project Description/Justification:
There was in excess of 3,500 cubic yards of material (mud, gravel and rocks) to be removed from the
site.  Previous slides had filled adjoining land requiring much of the material to be hauled away. The
highway parallels the Chilkat River in this area.  Permits were acquired.

The work was completed by ADOT/PF maintenance crews with some equipment rented from local
sources.  Material was hauled off, the highway was cleaned, ditches and culverts were cleaned and
re-established, and the upland creek bed was cleared of debris. The actual cost for this work was
$80,000.
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
