Project Description/Justification:

The 2008 Alaska Pavement Inspection Report for Kotzebue recommended rehabilitation of Runway
9/27, portions of Taxiways C, D, and E, and all of Taxiway F. The average PCI index of the runway is
55.1, and of the taxiways is 58.6. The majority of the runway pavement is 22 years old. The taxiways
vary in age from 13 to 32 years. The lighting system is 22 years old and has outlived its useful life.
The runway is experiencing local areas of differential settlement, with the more pronounced
settlement in the area adjoining Taxiway "E". These areas of differential settlement require
reconstruction. The Runway Safety Areas are deficient in length. If the Runway Safety Areas are
expanded to the west, it is anticipated that shore protection will be required on the coast to the north.
