Project Description/Justification:

This project will provide for safety and support equipment statewide for front line workers including
probation officers, social workers, public health workers and public assistance staff. The department
will purchase equipment based on the list below to the greatest extent possible. However, actual
allocation of funds for particular equipment will depend on a determination of current needs at the
time that funds become available.

e Soft Body Armor/Ballistic Vests: The life of a ballistic vest is five years before it must be
replaced. As new staff come on board, they need to be fitted with a vest so that the vest is
effective if the need should arise. In addition, as more and more of our juvenile justice officers
work with youth within the community, it is important that they be protected with these vests.
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Each vest costs approximately $600 and we can purchase up to 25 per year for a total annual
cost of $15,000.

e Jackets/Officer ID: Itis critical that the division’s Juvenile Probation Officers, Juvenile Justice
Officers, and Social Service Associates wear gear that identifies them as division staff when
they are in the public for safety and security reasons. These jackets run approximately $300
each and we may purchase up to 25 per year for a total cost of $7,500 per year.

e Training supplies such as cardiopulmonary resuscitation mannequins for staff as well as
required annual training for staff: $10,000.

e Replacement of recreational equipment for facilities around the state. This may include skis,
snowshoes, basketballs, and other recreational equipment for kids in the programs: $10,000.

e Recreational workout stations for outdoor use at the Kenai and Mat-Su youth facilities:
$40,000.

e Furniture that needs to be replaced at Division of Juvenile Justice youth facilities, including
beds that the youth sleep in, furniture in the common areas, etc.: $50,000.

e Electronic equipment such as fingerprint machines, security cameras, and touch screen
monitors, etc.: $75,000.

e Replacement of janitorial equipment such as, vacuum cleaners, dishwashers, washer and
dryers, etc.: $40,000.

e Replacement of hand held metal detectors, restraints, handcuffs, etc., as they become worn out
and need to be replaced: $20,000.

Safety and support equipment is an integral need for the protection of our front line workers and the
public whom they serve. If this equipment is not regularly replaced, the safety and security of our staff
and the public could be at risk.
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
