This project will change insurance companies' access to Alaskan drivers driving records from a
complicated nightly batch process and an FTP server to a real-time interface. Alaska residents will
receive accurate insurance quotes on the same day rather than waiting for at least 24 hours. This
also affords other authorized organizations real-time access to Alaska driving records.

What is the purpose of the project?

This project will enable fast and accurate insurance quotes and acceptance for Alaskan drivers and
reduce the complexity of adding new authorized subscribers (insurance companies) to driving
records.
