We serve
nutritious and balanced suppers and snacks during the school year and breakfast, lunch, and snacks during the summer
through the State of Alaska Child and Adult Care Food Program and the Summer Food Sponsor Program.  
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The Kasilof Club is currently providing Project Learn and Power Hour which is time that is scheduled during Clubhouse
hours offering academic assistance and homework help to Club members.  The Kasilof Club doesn't currently own any
student computers or laptops.  Ipads have the necessary functionality of our educational programming needs and are easy
to store.  By purchasing these Ipads that will be equipped with School District approved educational applications and
technology based programs, we will give all Club members a new way to experience learning and exploration while having
fun.
