Project Description/Justification:
Juneau – The Department of Military and Veterans Affairs (DMVA) is jointly responsible – with the
University of Alaska Southeast – for maintaining a 52,000 square foot Joint Use Facility, an 8,000
square foot maintenance shop, a 10,000 square foot humidity controlled storage building, and a
17,000 square foot hangar. This project corrects roof rain water handling issues at the hanger and
repairs a roof leak at the Joint Use Facility. It also replaces old spill prevention equipment.

Ketchikan – The DMVA is responsible for an 18,500 square foot armory building in Ketchikan. This
project replaces existing boilers that are at the end of their life cycle with more cost effective, high
efficiency boilers; resurfaces the drill hall floor; and repairs, replaces and paints interior walls as
needed.
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Haines – The DMVA is responsible for a 5,600 square foot armory building in Haines. This project
replaces old spill prevention equipment, replaces a rusted fuel oil tank, and upgrades weather
damaged vinyl siding and weathered exterior doors.

Priorities and cost estimates may need to be changed to accommodate emergency maintenance
projects not listed, actual project costs, and other considerations.
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
