Project Description/Justification:
The Hooper Bay airport has experienced significant coastal erosion over the past decade, reducing its
useable length.  Armour rock will be placed to protect the sheet pile wall on one end of the airport and
the runway elevation raised to reduce snow drifting issues.  The apron is currently too close to the
runway per FAA design standards.  The aging snow removal equipment building needs to be replaced
with a new facility on the new apron.
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
