This project will improve safe movement of vehicle, bicycle and pedestrian traffic on Stedman Street
and South Tongass Highway. The existing roadway width does not meet current standards. The
pavement shows varying degrees of distress and failure along the length of the project. The existing
pedestrian and bicycle facilities from the beginning of the project to the United States Coast Guard
(USCG) station do not meet current AASHTO and ADA standards. The multi-use path that begins at
the USCG Station shows varying degrees of pavement distress and embankment failure.
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
