Project Description/Justification:
Funds were appropriated by the U.S. Congress to the National Marine Fisheries Service (NMFS) in Federal Fiscal Year
2003.  The intent of the appropriation is to provide funds to the Alaska Department of Fish and Game (ADF&G), through a
federal grant from NMFS, to support research on the king and Tanner crab stocks of the Bering Sea and Aleutian Islands,
as is necessary for informing fishery management decisions and policies.  These funds will assist ADF&G in performance
of stock assessment surveys, tagging studies, and other research projects needed to provide information on stock status,
stock trends, stock structure, growth, productivity, and fishery effects.  Such information is critical to the management of
the highly valuable commercial king and Tanner crab fisheries of the Bering Sea and Aleutian Islands.
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
