Brief Summary and Statement of Need:
Excavate area north of the intersection of Runways 2-20 and 9-27 at the Nome Airport to meet line-
of-sight standards established by the FAA (Federal Aviation Administration).  Widen the existing
runway safety area width 100 feet along each side of Runway 2-20 so that total width is 500 feet.
Project includes excavation, grading, surface preparation, obstruction and/or hazard removal and
storm drainage grading. Complete other improvements as funding allows.  This project contributes to
the Department's Mission by reducing injuries, fatalities and property damage and by improving the
mobility of people and goods.

Project Description/Justification:
A hill on the west of Runway 2-20 and north of runway 9-27 obstructs the line-of-sight within the runway visibility zone.
Expand the existing runway safety area of Runway 2-20. Project includes excavation, grading, surface preparation,
obstruction and/or hazard removal and storm drainage grading. Complete other improvements as funding allows.
