Project Description/Justification:

A large commercial establishment is being constructed in Palmer near the intersection of the Glenn Highway, Palmer
Wasilla Highway and Evergreen Street. This establishment is expected to be a major traffic generator. Existing traffic
volumes are high on all of these corridors. Using a three and a half percent growth factor for the community over a 17-
year period, this translates to a seventy-nine percent increase in traffic volumes by the year 2020. An extension of
Dogwood Avenue with a signalized intersection at the Glenn Highway would provide relief to the Palmer-Wasilla Highway
and Glenn Highway intersection as well as providing increased connectivity between western portions of the City of
Palmer and the downtown core. On the west side of the Glenn Highway is a substantial commercial mall and area
expected to develop into a large residential area. The extension of Dogwood Avenue would provide the current and
future traffic generated by these two entities additional mobility. Traffic studies have shown that it would also decrease
the traffic load on the Palmer-Wasilla Highway and Evergreen corridor by approximately 20 percent.
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
