Key Component Challenges 

1.  The alignment of service delivery to high-risk target populations with the capacity necessary to provide treatment.  
This requires waitlist reduction for chronic alcoholics, persons with co-occurring disorders, women with children, and 
youth and adolescents both in and out of the juvenile justice system.

2.  Accountability and treatment efficacy that is driven by adequate funding to achieve desired results.  This includes 
timely entry to treatment and sustained recovery support, including transitional housing when required.

3.  Ensure that existing levels of services are maintained or enhanced in a newly developing service delivery paradigm, 
along with the increased emphasis on special needs of persons with co-occurring disorders.

Significant Changes in Results to be Delivered in FY2006

The Boards and Commissions RDU was assessed a general travel reduction and 34% overall GF reduction in •
the RDU.
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Major Component Accomplishments in 2004

The Advisory Board’s advocacy efforts contributed significantly to the passage of 11 bills addressing driving while 
intoxicated, minor consuming, therapeutic courts and the taxation of tobacco.  

The Advisory Board participated in developing the Alaska Mental Trust Authority’s focus areas for the FY06-07 budget – 
Housing, Disability Justice, and Trust Beneficiary Group Initiatives. 

The Trust-funded project to increase the appropriate use of the Title 47 Alcohol/Drug Commitment Statute was 
completed. 

The Advisory Board is coordinating with the Alaska Mental Health Board to collaborate with the Division of Behavioral 
Health to implement the Co-occurring State Initiative Grant to increase capacity to provide accessible, effective, 
comprehensive, coordinated/integrated, and evidence-based treatment services to persons with co-occurring substance 
abuse and mental disorders. 

The Advisory Board is coordinating with the Alaska Mental Health Board to collaborate with the Division of Behavioral 
Health to implement the Behavioral Health Community Planning Project that provides multi-disciplinary support to 
communities as they move towards integrating mental health and substance abuse services at the local level.  

The Advisory Board continues to provide leadership in collaborative initiatives that seek to reduce the effects of alcohol 
and other drug abuse including working with a broad range of state departments and divisions to raise public and 
policymaker awareness to reduce stigma and to decriminalize the self-destructive behaviors of Alaskans who are 
affected by alcoholism and drug abuse.  

The Advisory Board is coordinating with the Alaska Mental Health Board to assist in the development of an integrated 
behavioral health care system for Alaskans with co-occurring substance abuse and mental disorders.
