Project Description/Justification:
Purchase the current Alaska Marine Highway System (AMHS) headquarters building in Ward Cove, Ketchikan, Alaska
along with the property it stands on and parking lot/uplands.  Refurbish the building, bringing it up to code in all aspects.
AMHS currently leases the facility in Ketchikan.  Purchasing the current facility and renovating it will reduce operational
costs.  Current lease costs are excessive and cut into operational funds.
