The building would include capacity
for the tribal offices, preschool and early childhood education classrooms, and a community gathering
space.

Explanation of Other Funds:

$323,125.00 has been secured from the Alaska Native Education Program and $50,000 from private donations.  Requests for additional

funding have been made to the Northwest Arctic Borough ($150,000), NANA($150,000), and Tech Cominco ($100,000). 

Detailed Project Description and Justification:
The money will be utilized to build a new multi-use facility in Kotzebue.  The building will combine the Native Village of
Kotzebue's tribal offices, the Nikaitchuat Ilisagviat Inupiat Language Immersion School, and a qatigii or community gathering
place.  As in most rural areas, building space for community use is limited in Kotzebue.  The community has outgrown the
current facilities.  The tribal office is currently leased in a complex that is 45 years old.  The existing office space is inefficient
and costs to upgrade are prohibitive.  The tribe brings in over $2.2 million in federal monies each year and provides a
growing number of service needs to the community.  Currently, the tribe is working with the Office of Children Services and
the court system to provide intervention services, child care and parenting training so that children can remain in their
homes.  The tribe is also working with the court system to provide intervention services through a tribal youth court keeping
youth out of the juvenile justice system.  Both of these programs save the state money by keeping children and youth out of
the state systems and also hopefully have better end results. The new office space will allow them to continue to expand
these type of services as well as others because the current space is inadequate in size and space needs. The Immersion
School is in its tenth year.  The space is inefficient and can not be divided.  The school wants to double and expand up to
grade 5.  The curriculum meets all Alaska State Standards while meeting cultural values.  The multi-purpose room will be
used for local meetings and events in the traditional Inupiag style. The new facility would provide much needed space for
the activities detailed above while combining uses in the most economic manner.
