Detailed Project Description and Justification:

Station #2 land purchase, demolition of existing fire station, and construction of a new fire
station:  The Nikiski Fire Department is requesting a grant from the Alaska State Legislature for
$4.5 million to purchase the existing land that Nikiski Fire Station #2 is currently using, to also
demolish the existing structure and construct a new fire station on the same property.

The Nikiski Fire Service Area Board of Directors believes that purchase of the existing land and
property that has housed Nikiski Station #2 for the past 37 years is in the best interest in
providing a facility that is designed for emergency response equipment and personnel for the
future of the service area.  Several entities are currently involved in leasing the land and
structure to NFD.  The original structure was built as a community center  for Nikiski and was
never designed to or built to properly handle equipment and personnel to serve the community
medical and fire needs.  The land and structure has been leased for the past 37 years. 

This grant would allow the purchase of the land, demolition of the current structure, and
construction of a fire station on the site which will take Nikiski well into the 21st century.
Renovation of the existing structure is cost prohibitive due to existing electrical and plumbing
issues now being experienced at the facility.  Water drainage, leaking roofs, and rotting structural
supports all prevent possible renovations to the structure.
