The sum of $180,000 is requested to provide for transportation of students to receive services through the Alaska school for the deaf program for the fiscal
year ending June 30, 2010.

According to 4 AAC 33.070, the department is required to operate a centralized school for the deaf. A school district may operate the school for the deaf
under an agreement that includes an annual plan of service with the department. The Anchorage School District has been the school district that operates
the Alaska School for the Deaf under an agreement for many years. This agreement constitutes a contractual relationship between the State of Alaska,
Department of Education and Early Development and the Anchorage School District to provide these services. An increment for $180,000 is also submitted in
the FY2011 Governor's request.

The program is operated in three different schools in the Anchorage area. Russian Jack Elementary, Hanshew Middle School and East High School. There is
also a residential program to support the Alaska School for the Deaf operated through the Department of Health and Social Services.
