Project Description/Justification:
Pavement on apron and sections of taxiway and runway has a low Pavement Condition Index (PCI)
and requires resurfacing.  Subsurface drainage structures have settled and the resulting drainage
deficiencies cause frost heave problems, humps in the pavement and flooding on the apron.  Existing
fencing along the apron has been damaged by frost heaves, and lighting is required on the apron for
security and safety.
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
