This federally funded pavement preservation project proposes to resurface International Airport Road
between S. Aircraft Dr./Postmark Dr. and Electron Dr., a distance of approximately 1.9 miles. Project
will include, as necessary, improvements to guardrail, guardrail end treatments, removal of fugitive
material from around guardrail, replacing bridge waterproof membranes, digouts, drainage
improvements, improvements to curb ramps needed to meet current Americans with Disabilities Act
(ADA) guidelines, at-grade railroad crossing improvements, signs, and striping.
