Contribution to Department's Mission

The Yuut Elitnaurviat, Inc. People's Learning Center component contributes to the mission of the department by
providing industry specific training opportunities to the Yukon-Kuskokwim Delta.

This is a pass-through grant. The department has no authority over the management of the program, except to collect
and track performance data and develop the grant agreement.

Core Services

This component provides an Alaska Technical and Vocational Education Program (TVEP AS 23.15.835) funded
operating grant to the Yuut Elitnaurviat - The People's Learning Center, Inc. (YE).
YE provides a career learning center for adults and high school students focusing on the main regional industries
of health, education including early childhood, law enforcement, and construction (including mining and driving
programs).
YE provide opportunities for students to receive General Educational Development (GED) diplomas, college and
high school credit.

Major Component Accomplishments in 2015

During FY2015, with the support provided by this operations grant, Yuut Elitnaurviat, Inc. People's Learning
Center:

Continued to host the state's only Dental Health Aide Therapist program. The program has a national impact
and has the potential to change dental care delivery in the U.S. while at the same time increasing Alaska's
ability to provide critically needed dental care to Alaska Natives.

Continued to offer the federally registered Yukon-Kuskokwim (YK) Delta Apprenticeship program in carpentry,
plumbing, and electrical fields and obtained national certification for the Commercial Driver License program
from the Professional Truck Driving Institute.

Offered Certified Nursing Assistant (CNA) training to provide workers for the YK Elders Home through a
federal Alaska Native Education grant.

Continued to partner with Lower Kuskokwim School District to facilitate the Science Technology, Engineering,
and Mathematics Ready, Aviation Ready and Information Technology Ready programs which prepare
students for success in postsecondary education and training for careers available in the region.

Key Component Challenges

One of the primary challenges faced is the significant cost of energy to keep the facilities operating. Despite efforts to
conserve, rising costs continue to cut into our ability to be able to provide workforce development activities at a cost
that is affordable to individuals and employers.

Significant Changes in Results to be Delivered in FY2017

Per Administrative Order 275, which was effective June 10, 2015: the Division of Business Partnerships is dissolved;
the Alaska Workforce Investment Board is organized as an entity under the Office of the Commissioner; the
Employment Security Division and remaining functions of the Division of Business Partnerships are merged into a
single division called the Division of Employment and Training Services.

As a result of this consolidation, the Yuut Elitnaurviat, Inc. People's Learning Center Operations Grant component
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becomes a part of the newly created Workforce Development component within the Division of Employment and
Training Services in FY2017.
