Contribution to Department's Mission

Preserve public peace, protect life and property in rural villages; provide public safety outreach to communities
through various community policing programs, such as Crime Prevention Through Environmental Design (CPTED),
Neighborhood Watch Programming, police and community policing training.

Core Services

e Award, monitor and maintain contracts with regional non-profit and local governments/boroughs organizations
(referred to as grantees) to provide Village Public Safety Officer (VPSO) services throughout rural Alaska and
support various outreach programs.

e Provide VPSO, Village Police Officers (VPO), and Tribal Police Officers (TPO) with annual law enforcement, fire,
and emergency responder training.

e Oversight of six support state troopers who provide mentoring, support, and remedial training to the detachments,
nonprofit corporations, and VPSOs as necessary.

¢ Coordinate Trooper oversight duties with five AST Trooper Detachments to provide training, guidance and
funding necessary to ensure each VPSO receives three visits per year from their oversight Trooper as outlined in
the Contract.

Major Component Accomplishments in 2015

Considerable time was spent working on arming of the Village Public Safety Officer (VPSO) and was the largest
challenge that the VPSO program faced last year. Significant efforts were made to identify and implement processes
to adhere to existing practices for hiring as well as physical fithess standards.

Of the 10 grantees, only four chose to have their VPSOs armed. A transition course was held for those VPSOs that
already hold their VPSO certification. Interested VPSOs from the four grantees were required to submit an application
to attend the 21 day transition course. The screening process included a physical fithess test, a background
investigation, an interview and a psychological evaluation. Twenty one VPSOs initially applied to be armed; however,
all but six either withdrew their application or were unable to meet the background check and/or physical fithess
requirements. Of the six that went through the psychological evaluation, only three were selected. Of those three
VPSOs, two successfully graduated from the transition course.

Rural Law Enforcement Training (RLET) was combined with the Alaska Law Enforcement Training (ALET), extending
training for the new VPSO to 15 weeks with a physical fithess requirement. Ten VPSOs entered ALET in January
2015 and seven graduated. The three VPSOs that left ALET did so due to medical reasons and will attend ALET at a
later time. All seven of the VPSOs that graduated from ALET meet the requirements for Alaska Police Standards
Council (APSC) standards for a full law enforcement officer and have the ability to apply to become armed after one
year of service from ALET graduation.

In FY2015, the VPSOs participated in the Distance Learning Portal, covering the following topics: Community Policing
(16 completions), Cross Cultural Communications (12 completions), Ethics and Integrity (14 completions), Juvenile
Justice (13 completions), Rural Patrol Procedures (12 completions), Stress Management (10 completions), and
Trooper Oversight (14 completions).

In FY2015 the program continued with the granting process of providing funding to grantees for the full grant year.
During the grant award cycle, the program staff utilized the application and the previous year’s performance in
determining each grantee’s award. The shifting of fiscal responsibility to the grantee Coordinators and their increased
control has been quite successful, particularly as it is related to the management of their programs. The Department
of Public Safety (DPS) VPSO support program staff has continued to focus on programmatic management, which has
led to improvements in the program. During FY2015 VPSO program staff continued targeted training to Coordinators
as a group and to individual grantee Coordinators. This training provided assistance to improve management and
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Component — Village Public Safety Officer Program

outcomes for their individual programs. New budget modification forms were developed that provided grantee
Coordinators with a tool to effectively monitor and manage their budgets.

In preparation for distribution of the grant awards in FY2016, the grant award structure underwent significant changes
to address identified concerns from the grantees. These concerns specifically centered on funding for program
activities, funding for coordinator salaries and fully funding grantee indirect. It is expected that by fully funding each of
these areas in support of VPSO positions, grantees will be more likely to maintain their existing VPSOs and fill vacant
positions that arise during the year.

The VPSO support program and Alaska Housing Finance Corporation (AHFC) met to begin building a partnership.
The VPSO support program provided AHFC a great deal of information regarding crime rates, VPSO placement and
communities with significant need. This information allowed AHFC to make decisions regarding grant awards that
facilitated a number of grant awards to rural communities of Akutan, Port Heiden and Ambler, each of these
communities have significant need for adequate VPSO housing.

Significant effort was put into recruitment through public events to increase awareness of the VPSO program through
presentations at various conferences such as, the Alaska Federation of Natives (AFN), the Native Youth Olympics
(NYO), the Small Business Rural Conference and the National Native American Law Enforcement Association
(NNALEA).

In FY2015 the training tracking system went live and is being used by VPSO Coordinators, VPSOs and VPSO
support staff to input and track all of the training provided to individual VPSOs. This is a significant step forward in
being able to capture critical data regarding the training of VPSOs and has streamlined other data capturing, allowing
the program to replace the aging Microsoft Office Access database.

The grantees continue to creatively explore alternative solutions for VPSO office space within their communities. The
grantees began to explore alternatives to the Roving VPSO with a two week on/off rotational schedule.

At the beginning of FY2015, there were 92 VPSOs employed, four Certified VPSO Coordinators and six non-VPSO
Coordinators, and by the end of FY2015 there were 77 VPSOs employed, four Certified VPSO Coordinators and six
non-VPSO Coordinators.

Additional activities during this time period:

e Of the 14,172 incidents documented in Automated records Management System (ARMS) during the calendar
year 2014, 3,016 of those incidents are linked to a VPSO. Incidents involving VPSO investigation or
involvement account for 21 percent of all incidents documented for that year.

e Training is being conducted by the VPSO unit Support Troopers with the oversight troopers and DPS
personnel to ensure that information regarding VPSO investigations and assistance is being documented
accurately and timely. VPSO unit Support Troopers provide training to VPSOs on report writing skills and
track timely submission to oversight troopers. This training appears to be successful as demonstrated with a
18 percent increase in overall VPSO related incidents even though there was a 21 percent decrease in
VPSOs over the course of the year.

e Year to date for calendar year 2015, a total of 7,864 incidents have been documented in ARMS of which
1,801 are VPSO related, which indicates that VPSO involved incidents account for 23 percent of all
documented ARMS incidents.

Two additional two-week rural-specific training sessions were provided in Bethel for VPSOs, Village Police Officers
(VPO) and Tribal Police Officers (TPO). This increased the total number of training hours for all interested officers in
rural Alaska.

The department is committed to rural law enforcement with statewide leadership in training. Through the efforts of the
VPSO program, the department has fostered innovative approaches to training and opportunities for not only VPSOs,
but additionally for VPSO, TPO and other rural Law enforcement officers. All training is designed to improve rural law
enforcement skills and public safety capabilities of these first responders. The result is 1,449 training hours delivered
to 124 law enforcement first responders.
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The department also invested in the youth of Alaska through the Law Enforcement Cadet Corps (LECC). The
program is comprised of youth ages 14-18 who attend Mount Edgecumbe High School (MEHS) and the Galena
Interior Learning Academy (GILA). Both schools are residential programs for students from all regions and ethnic
groups of the State. This cadet program is a year-long career exploration and educational experience for students to
learn about public service related careers and gain valuable leadership skills. Troopers augment the instructor cadre.
Funding for the LECC program is provided in part through the VPSO program. A goal of the LECC is to promote
employment into the VPSO program from those interested in helping their communities. In 2015, 28 students were
involved in the year-long program. Seven cadets graduated from the program in 2015. One has enrolled in a criminal
justice degree and one has been hired as a Trooper Technician with the Alaska Wildlife Troopers. This academy was
held at the DPS Training Academy in Sitka.

The Drug Abuse Resistance Education (D.A.R.E.) program facilitated one D.A.R.E. Officer Training (DOT) course in
Anchorage. Most newly trained D.A.R.E. officers began teaching the D.A.R.E. curriculum in their communities. A two
day Youth Safety In-Service training conducted in Anchorage included youth safety topics for D.A.R.E. Officers,
School Resource Officers, school district officials, and others working with youth. Fifty-five people attended the
conference, with 23 D.A.R.E. Officers attending of which 11 were VPSO D.A.R.E. Officers.

During FY2015, 10 new D.A.R.E. officers were trained, bringing the statewide total to 57, reaching 1,786 students
statewide. Of the 10 new D.A.R.E. officers, five were VPSOs, bringing the total of trained VPSO D.A.R.E. officers to
25. Further, during the D.A.R.E. officer training, a mentor from the Alaskan Training Staff was trained as a training
facilitator and as well as two new D.A.R.E. Educators were brought on board. Finally, this training utilized a trained
VPSO D.A.R.E. officer as a mentor assistant which has shown to be quite effective.

Key Component Challenges

Rural law enforcement remains a priority for the DPS. However, the department has not been able to reach the full
capacity of Village Public Safety Officer (VPSO) positions despite substantial efforts by the department and the VPSO
program grantees.

Infrastructure deficiencies, including a lack of housing and public safety facilities, continue to be a barrier to VPSO
inclusion in communities. Recruiting for and retaining a VPSO in a community without these facilities is extremely
difficult.

Many of the most vulnerable communities with high rates of crime are unable to financially support a VPSO. A
community’s ability to provide housing, office space, equipment, and supplies is dwindling which adds to the VPSO
grantee’s overall costs; further limiting the growth opportunities in FY2015 as personal service funds were needed to
support this shortfall. Several special projects were completed to provide much needed facility improvements in
communities with a VPSO or recruiting for a VPSO.

The arming of the VPSO is the largest challenge that the VPSO program is currently facing. The stricter adherence to
hiring standards to ensure that VPSOs meet the requirements to be armed will reduce the number of qualified
applicants available to or interested in the program. Law enforcement agencies across the country are suffering from
a shortage of available qualified manpower and this also impacts the VPSO program.

A reduction in the number of VPSO Support Troopers will significantly impact the VPSO program’s ability to train and
mentor VPSOs, oversight Troopers, conduct background investigations, and interface with the VPSO grantees.

Significant Changes in Results to be Delivered in FY2017

DPS continues to work with grantees to address all of the training, equipment, and policy and procedures necessary
to begin arming VPSOs. More work is still required to ensure that the training and policy and procedures adequately
meet the needs of the program. This continues to be a complicated and multi-year process that requires significant
planning and restructuring of the program.

The change in the grant process has also created opportunities for growth and accountability in the program.
Uncertainty with availability of funding and the new granting process caused a slowdown in growth of the program
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during FY2015. The restructured process for FY2016 provides adequate funding to fully support the needs of the
grantees’ programs including capturing their full indirect which provides an opportunity for the program to stabilize.
